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9 Apply silicone sealant to the 
outside of the fixed panel and 
bathscreen where shown.

IMPORTANT: You must not use the bath or shower for 24 
hours after installation of the bathscreen.

DO NOT use bleach, scouring powders, solvents or other 
aggressive cleaning agents. To clean, use warm soapy water 
and a clean cloth and rinse off.
